CHICO, Calif.- The Associated Students Gender and Sexuality Equity Center (GSEC) along with Stonewall Alliance Chico , Office of 
Diversity &  Inclusion, and more Chico organizations  are collaborating to bring a week-long series of events known as Trans Week of 
Resilience (TWOR). TWOR was created in honor of Transgender Day of Remembrance: a national annual event on November 20 to 
honor the trans lives that are lost due to prejudice and violence.
